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Summary

The attached fire risk assessment proformas have been produced by the Festival Focus Group to assist
Fire and Rescue Services to deliver a consistent, auditable approach to fire risk assessment to be used
by food concessions, traders and market stall holders operating at outdoor events. These proforma risk
assessments are intended to be used by small to medium units in order to fulfil their obligations under
the Fire Safety Order, it does not however preclude the use of other suitable and sufficient risk
assessment tools.

It is envisaged that this format is not suited for use by more complex or larger scale structures or
operations which would require a more specific risk assessment to be undertaken.

Fire and Rescue Services are asked to review these proformas and adopt or adapt them for use within
their policies and procedures.

Expected Outcomes

The adoption of the attached proformas would lead to the use of a standardised format by responsible
persons operating at outdoor events throughout Great Britain.
